Fuel tanker explosions are not unusualin Africa's most populous country,where oil supplies are frequently
dispatched by road. Previous fires have led to multiple casualties. In 2020,more than 500 people lost their lives
in more than 1,500 fuel tanker accidents recorded that year,according to Nigeria's road safety agency.
